1/2 yard of 21  Birch solid colors.  We 
used:

 

3/4 yard of fabric for binding (we used 
Solid Dusk)

5 3/4 yards of  44” wide fabric for back-
ing.  Backing before quilt ing should mea-
sure at least 94” x 96”

1.  Cut three 5” x WOF (width of fabric)  
strips of al l  21  colors.  You should have 63 
5” x WOF strips total .  
 
2.  Each triang le is  60 degrees.  Trace the 
60 degree triang le template to cut  strips 
into 660 ful l  traing les and 40 half  trian-
g les.  A 5”  x WOF strip yields 11  ful l  trian-
g les and 2 half  triang les.  If  you use your 
own template,  each triang le is  4.5 inches 
tal l .  

1.  Using the f loor and/or a design wall ,  
lay out the triang les and arrange to 
achieve your desired look.  

2.  Each row is made up of 33 ful l  trian-
g les and 2 half  triang les.  There is  a total  
of  20 rows.  
     
3.  Start by sewing the rows together hor-
izontal ly.  Each row should start with a 
half  triang le and end with a half  triang le.  
Be sure there is  a 1/4” overlap to account 
for the seam al lowances for when you 
sew the rows together.  Square up the 
ends.

 

4.  Pin the rows together before you sew 
them so that the triang les match up.  The 
edges that are cut on the bias have a ten-
dency to stretch.

Ta-da!  Your quilt  top is  now complete!  

5.  Quilt ,  bind,  use and love.
