While covered by an HSA-qualified
health plan, you can save receipts and pay yourself back for out-of-pocket qualified medical
expenses anytime in the future. The money in your HSA never expires.

« If you are covered by an HSA-qualified health plan and don't have the funds in your account and
have an expense, you can pay out of pocket, then build up the balance in your HSA
and pay yourself back in the future.

+ Remember to save your receipts in case you need them in the future for tax purposes.
