operation Organization Member States, which is a ma-
jor political event both regionally and globally.

During the presidency of the Republic of Tajikistan with the
strong support of member states, the tangible results in key
focus areas of SCO have been achieved. According to devel-
oped Plan of actions of Tajikistan presidency of the SCO, the
country underwent a series of major events at the level of lead-
ership and experts from relevant ministries and departments
of the SCO member states, who have made a significant con-
tribution to the progressive development of the Organization
and enhancing its international prestige.

An active participation of Tajikistan in the SCO is due to
the need of strengthening of good neighbor relations, trust
and friendly relationship between the member states and ob-
servers, as well as the joint security, stability and sustainable
economic development in the region.

In this context, close cooperation between the SCO and the UN
and other international and regional organizations is necessary.

Afghan problem solution requires consistent application
of principled and constructive policy of the Organization
aimed at providing assistance to the people and Government
of Afghanistan in the peaceful and sustainable development
of the country. Afghanistan shares the same geo-political and
geo-economic space with the countries of Central Asia and,

In the first half of September 2014 Dushanbe city will
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therefore, the active involvement of the country in the region-
al integration process must remain an important priority of our
Organization, especially for the preservation of peace and stabil-
ity in the vast Eurasian territory.

Along with the issues of strategic stability in the region, the is-
sues related to the fight against the “three evils’, trafficking of drug
and weapons, as well as the development of trade, economic and
cultural cooperation have remained high on the focus of the SCO.

In addition to this, for the time being important objectives on
priority focus areas of countering new threats and challenges,
including the fight against threats of information security of po-
litical, criminal and terrorist nature are implemented within the
framework of the SCO.

With the signing of “Agreement between People’s Republic of China, Russian Federation, Republic of Kazakh-
stan, Kyrgyz Republic and Republic of Tajikistan on confidence-building in the military field in the border area” a
“Shanghai Forum” has been established, which five years later was transformed into the SCO. Shanghai, April 1996

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One of the major obstacles to sustainable development is drug
trafficking. The struggle against this evil and transnational or-
ganized crime since the early days was our common concern.
During the reporting period, much has been done, both at the
national and at the international level. Nevertheless, the interac-
tion of the SCO member states in the fight against drug traffick-
ing must become more effective and efficient. In this issue the
observer states of the SCO and the dialogue partners could also
make a significant contribution.

SCOisrich in natural resources and has enormous human poten-
tial.

The increase of the level of cooperation in the cultural field,
as well as the formation of a single intellectual and educational
space is to be noted. Cooperation on these issues will enrich the
relationship of SCO member states in the spiritual, cultural and
educational spheres, which will bring nations closer.

In general, we can note growing role of the SCO in achiev-
ing of regional and global security, in resolving immediate eco-
nomic problems as well as increasing of cultural exchange for the
benefit of our people.

The problem of establishing a unified regional securi-

ty system is one of the concerns of SCO. This consti-
tutes a serious issue, given the difference between the interests of
countries on economic and political development of the region.
Today it raises a question of formation of this system, as it re-
flects the current geopolitical situation and how it responds to
global processes.

Nowadays national security depends not only on armed forc-
es, but also on a number of other factors, such as economic pow-
er, competitive industry, education quality, financial situation,
mentality and etc. Among the sources of real threat to the secu-
rity, if not of all, but of majority of states we can include terror-
ism, proliferation of weapons of mass destruction, ethnic and
religious conflicts, environmental degradation, slowing down
or overall stoppage of economic growth. Four decades ago, ep-
idemics and drug trafficking at many levels, were considered as
non-political and therefore as non-violent methods solutions,
notwithstanding the causing damage.'

Despite the existence of various inter-regional entities in Cen-
tral Asia, only SCO can become a guarantor of security in the
region. “Today’s world is difficult to imagine without the SCO”
— pointed the President of the Republic of Tajikistan Emomali
Rahmon in an interview with Xinhua News Agency. He stressed
that by the joint efforts of all member states SCO is consistently
strengthening its position as a guarantor of security and stability

in the region, gradually transforming into a full factor in interna-
tional politics, in a strong, long-term and responsible partner in
the Asian region. Among the achievements of the development and
strengthening of the SCO in recent years, the President of Tajikistan
considered establishment of broad zone of security and confidence
along the borders of the region, developing strong base to achieve
the key objectives of the Organization, as well as the completion of
establishment of SCO standing bodies. According to the President,
the SCO supports new security concept, adheres to the principles of
common security, not entering into alliances, non-infighting, non-
thrust against third countries. As part of SCO, indeed, all member
states wished to cooperate not in the sphere of military alliance,
but in security sphere. “New type inter-state relations in the SCO
region are completely free from the “cold war” mentality. This new

concept of security has become the basis for the establishment of
the Organization”- said Rahmon.*

The history of the SCO began with the signing by the heads of
the member countries of two main documents - Agreement on mil-
itary confidence building in the border area (26 April 1996, Shang-
hai) and the Agreement on Mutual Reduction of Military Forces
in the Border (24 April 1997, Moscow). The process of reviewing
security issues in the region started from this moment.

The Shanghai Summit (1996), and subsequent a year later Mos-
cow summit became the prototype of the structure, which after six
years transformed into a full-fledged organization of multifacet-
ed cooperation. Joint work on implementation of the agreements

served as a fundamental principle of “Shanghai Spirit”, which in-
cludes mutual trust, mutual benefit, equality, mutual respect for the
interests and opinions of each other, mutual consultations, as well
as building of universal political consensus and voluntary consent
to implement all previous agreements.’

At the summit of five permanent members in July 1998 in Al-
ma-Ata, an understanding of the need of detailed consultations on
regional and Asian security, as well as the establishment of large-scale
and long-term cooperation, including areas of trade, economy, ener-
gy, and the joint fight against ethnic separatism, religious extremism,
international terrorism and transnational crime was reached.

The summit of the “Shanghai Five” held on July 5, 2000 in Du-
shanbe, marked the beginning of the transformation of “five” into
forum for addressing key issues of life in Central Asia (security,
defense, law enforcement, foreign policy, economy, environment,
and culture).

In June 14-15, 2001 meeting of heads of the six states - Russia,
China, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan took
place in Shanghai, where the establishment of the Shanghai Coop-
eration Organization — a new regional association was announced,
which aims at strengthening mutual trust, friendship and good
neighborliness between States Parties; encouraging effective co-
operation in the political, trade-economic, scientific-technical,
cultural, educational, energy, transport, environment and other
spheres, as well as maintaining and promoting peace, security and
stability in the region.

In addition, the Shanghai summit signed a Convention on Com-
bating Terrorism, Separatism and Extremism, which laid the legal
basis for collective addressing threats and challenges, common to
all countries in the region.

The Regional Anti-Terrorist Structure (RATS), which got a sta-
tus of standing body of the SCO in 2002, was established on the ba-
sis of the Convention, in order to improve cooperation in efforts to

combat terrorism, separatism, extremism, drug and weapon traf-
ficking, as well as illegal migration.

The main duties and functions of the RATS are:

« Development of proposals and recommendations on the
development of cooperation on combating terrorism, separatism
and extremism for relevant structures of the SCO and the SCO
member states;

o Assistance to competent authorities of the SCO member
states on combating terrorism, separatism and extremism, in ac-
cordance with the provisions of the Convention;

o Accumulation and analysis of information from RATS on
counter terrorism, separatism and extremism, as well as establish-
ing a data bank of RATS on international terrorist, separatist and
other extremist organizations, their structure, leaders and partici-
pants and other persons involved as well as the sources and chan-
nels of funding;

o Facilitation of anti-terror, desktop and tactical exercise
preparation;

« Assistance in preparation and carrying out of special inves-
tigation and other activities to combat terrorism, separatism and
extremism;

« Establishing and maintaining working relationships with in-
ternational organizations concerned with the fight against terror-
ism, separatism and extremism.

Up to date, the RATS is a key body to perform important tasks
in priority areas of addressing threats of terrorism, separatism and
extremism. One of the provisions of its activities is to coordinate a
collaborative response in situations that threaten the stability and
security in the territory of the Member States of the Shanghai Co-
operation Organization.

RATS actively promotes the development of international con-
tacts. In 2008, Regulation on the interaction of the SCO RATS with
states and international intergovernmental organizations (forums),
which granted observer status at the SCO, was approved. RATS Ex-
ecutive Committee established working contacts with the Count-
er-Terrorism Committee of the UN Security Council, with CIS An-
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Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the SCO member states, Secretary-General of the SCO and Director of the SCO
RATS Executive Committee during a group photo at the meeting of Ministers of Foreign Affairs of the SCO
member states.

o The program of cooperation of SCO member states on fighting
against terrorism, separatism and extremism for 2010-2012;

o Agreement on cooperation in the field of identifying and
blocking the channels of penetration of the persons involved in
terrorist, separatist and extremist activity;

o Agreement on training of counter-terrorism units of SCO
member states.

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization Today: View from Dushanbe

SCO Convention against terrorism signed at the Summit of
the SCO in Yekaterinburg on June 16, 2009 has been a milestone
in development of the legal framework of the Shanghai Cooper-
ation Organization to Counter Terrorism. This instrument sets
out the direction of counter-terrorism, its forms and methods,
taking into account the provisions of the UN Global Count-
er-Terrorism Strategy, relevant UN conventions and resolutions
of the UN Security Council.

Given the fact that information technologies are widely used
by terrorist organizations in achieving their goals, an agreement
on cooperation in the field of ensuring international information
security, including key issues of combating cyber terrorism, was
signed between the Governments of the SCO Member States at the
Summit of the SCO member states in 2009.



SCO RATS puts a great emphasis on practical component in
countering terrorism. In order to organize the international in-
vestigation of individuals involved in terrorist, extremist and sep-
aratist activities in the space of the SCO member states, based on
the “List of persons authorized by law enforcement agencies and
special services of the SCO member states in the international
search for the commission or alleged commission of crimes of
terrorist, separatist and extremist nature, the “Unified register se-
curity agencies and special services of the SCO member states”
are being formed.

Due to the fact that cross-border organized crime is an integral
component of terrorism and extremism, the mechanism of cooper-
ation between Ministries of the Interior and Public Security of SCO
Member States on combating organized cross-border crime and
public safety was launched. To that end, at the Meeting of Interior
Ministers of SCO Member States held in Yekaterinburg on May 18,
2009 where participants signed a protocol on cooperation in com-
bating transnational crime. In addition, it was decided to organize
the establishment of the Center for the SCO to collect and analyze
information of illegal activities of foreign citizens and legal entities
on the territory of the Member States of the Organization, as well
as to develop a framework agreement on cooperation in the fight
against crime. During the Tashkent SCO Summit (11 June 2010) the
Agreement was signed. In addition to this, the issues of its imple-
mentation are currently being studied.

One of the areas of cooperation in the field of anti-terrorism is es-
tablishment of regular contacts at the level of defense departments.
The mechanism of meetings of ministers of defense was launched
in 2002. Since 2006 these meetings are being held annually. In ad-
dition, the defense agencies are cooperating in joint anti-terrorist
exercises of the armed forces.

Priority is given to continued cooperation in curbing drug and
terrorist threats originating from Afghanistan, as well as creation
and strengthening an antinarcotic and financial security zone
around this country. In this context, collaborative work under the
Agreement of SCO member states on cooperation in combating il-



licit trafficking in narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and their
precursors from June 17, 2004 is conducted. The efforts to set up
a structure to counter these negative phenomena are being made.

The efforts to enhance the work of the Group of the SCO-Af-
ghanistan, whose mission is to promote the settlement of the situa-
tion in and around Afghanistan are being made. The establishment
of national system of money laundering and financing of terrorism
in Afghanistan is being promoted.

In accordance with the Decision of the Council of Heads of SCO
Member States of August 16, 2007 the Expert Group of SCO Mem-
ber States on international information security (IIS), charged with
coordination and monitoring of implementation of the Plan of Ac-
tion of the SCO IIS before the end of the implementation period is
established.

It should be noted that with all positive aspects and with pres-
ence of a large number of signed documents, today there are set of
issues require collaborative approach, in particular to strengthen
the full integration process.

The main problems that exist in the framework of the SCO:

1. The lack of unified security space. This space is fragmented,
diffuse and contradictory;

2. The absence of a mechanism to monitor crises, both in the
territory of the participating countries as well as in-house rela-
tionships.

Thus, taking into account all the challenges and threats to secu-
rity in the region, following conclusions and proposals for further
action in the framework of the SCO can be made:

1. Bearing in mind that regional economy is not ready to coun-
teract negative effects of globalization, it is necessary to work
more closely to ensure the sustainable and stable development of
the region;

2. Diversify raw orientation economies toward perspective in-
dustrial production, information technology and knowledge-
intensive sectors of the economy;

3. There is a need for closer cooperation between the state and
the media in order to protect the information space, impacting on
building of positive role of the state;

4. The transformation of education programs based on advanced
and high technologies study;

5. An adoption of preventive policies aimed at preventing the
manifestations of radicalism and extremism;

6. The development of the transport and communications sec-
tor, binding all member states of the SCO;

7. Midterm scientific activities aimed at the analysis of ongoing de-
velopment within the framework of the SCO during the year.

ed the idea that in a rapidly changing geopolitical

situation, it is necessary to take measures to adapt
the organization through the development of practical mech-
anisms for development strategy implementation of the SCO
and the CSTO to respond adequately to current challenges
and threats. Bilateral cooperation enables to resolve issues ex-
ceeding the scope of one of the organizations through mutual
harmonization.

In terms of establishing mechanisms for cooperation be-
tween the SCO and the CSTO, it is necessary to pay attention
to the following factors:

The structure activity is aimed at solving similar problems,
focused on ensuring the safety of the participating States;

The uniform geographical space of responsibility. Five par-
ticipating SCO member states among six SCO member states
are included in CSTO. The Chine is a party of SCO, and Belar-
us and Armenia are parties of CSTO;

To date, the SCO is able to effectively regulate issues of se-
curity, from the category of new threats.

In 2007, a memorandum between the SCO and the CSTO
Secretariat was signed. In terms of this memorandum, the Or-
ganizations will cooperate in the following areas within their
own particular field:

« Provision of regional and international security and

stability;

The Republic of Tajikistan has consistently support-




o Counter-terrorism;

o The fight against drug trafficking;

 Prevention of illicit trafficking of weapons;

« Combating Transnational Organized Crime;

o Other issues of mutual interest.

These areas of cooperation are a priority of the SCO and the
Collective Security Treaty Organization activities. The coordina-
tion appears logical and timely on this aspect.

Within the framework of the CSTO there is an Agreement on
Status of Collective Forces, under which participants resolve is-
sues of transportation of military units from one Member State
to another in a timely manner, which will be an effective mecha-
nism to combat existing threats.

In order to build prudent and effective strategy for both orga-
nizations it is necessary to identify main objectives that may be
of utmost importance among member states, according to their
capabilities:

Conduct a coordinated policy with regard to existing threats,
through the exchange of operational information, coordination
of relevant authorities;

Development of practical mechanisms for coordination of an-
ti-terrorist and anti-drug activities. It is necessary to improve the
performance of collective regional antiterrorist forces for rapid
response to any terrorist and extremist manifestations;

Formulation of mechanisms of joint counteraction of illegal
labor migration, as well as improvement of the conditions of mi-
grants from the interior of the SCO and the CSTO;

Development of effective mechanisms for the activities of in-
formation-analytical component of organizations through the
establishment of a unified information field, aimed at countering
new challenges and threats, rapid exchange of information, as
well as protection of the national interests of the member states,
both outside and in the territorial areal of the SCO and the CSTO;



The conducting of joint research and development activities in
certain areas of weapon and military equipment development is
necessary, as well as development of training of the military, en-
gineering and technical personnel and young professionals base;

Given the frequent cases of emergency situations in the terri-
tories of the participating organizations, it is necessary to develop
mechanisms of coordination of interaction of the rescue services.

Stability along the perimeters of the boundaries, establishment
and strengthening of good neighborliness, peace and security
belt - all of this is particularly important with the emergence of
new threats and challenges, strengthened by use of internation-
al terrorists and drug traffickers of territories of Central Asian
countries to achieve its cross-border purposes.

It seems that under these circumstances, the SCO and the
CSTO are the most relevant structures that will meet the inter-
ests of every participating country in a rapidly changing interna-
tional environment.

Another important area of cooperation between the SCO and
regional and international organizations is the interaction with
the United Nations.

To this end, mutually beneficial cooperation seems to be more
reasonable in the context of experience and capacity of the UN,
which will give an additional impetus to the sustainable devel-
opment of the region and expand the global network of inter-
actions involving the enormous potential of both organizations
within the scope of the joint activity.

The resolution on cooperation between the United Nations
and the Shanghai Cooperation Organization, adopted on De-
cember 18, 2009 by the UN General Assembly, provided a start-
ing point for the exchange of experience and coordination.

On the other hand, an increased collaboration with other
UN organizations, in particular with the SCO, will contribute to
achieving the goals and objectives of the UN itself in such pri-

ority areas as security and stability, economic, social and human
development, etc.

Thus, continued dull-spectrum strengthened cooperation be-
tween the SCO and leading regional and global structures is cur-
rently in strategic interests of the SCO member states. Despite all
the untapped inner potential of the SCO, the mobilization of the
CSTO and the UN resources, however, will effectively address
the existing issues.

conomies of the SCO member states are mainly
Ecomplementary, which open up a wide field to trade
and economic cooperation. The trade turnover be-
tween the countries of the Organization currently is hardly
high significant. However, having an understanding of ener-
gy resource component of foreign trade of the SCO member
states, it can be assumed that there are promising prospects of
real joint projects in energy sector, and further development
of trade and economic ties in the view of significant potential
of cooperation areas in general.

The issue of establishment of the SCO Energy Club is con-
sidered topical. In addition to projects involving of oil and gas
industry, including oil and gas pipelines, energy cooperation
can be implemented in joint construction of hydropower proj-
ects, industrial development of new energy technologies, and
the development of clean energy.

The development of economic relations between the SCO
member states as well as understanding of the importance of
the role of the SCO in the current environment is of partic-
ular importance. The main directions and goals of econom-
ic cooperation within the SCO framework are defined in the
Intergovernmental Memorandum on the main aims and ob-
jectives of regional economic cooperation. The document was
adopted in September 2001 at the first meeting of Heads of

Government of the Member States.
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With the adoption of Program of multilateral trade and eco-
nomic cooperation on the meeting of the Council of Heads of
Government of the SCO in 2003, there was a basis for economic
cooperation. The program is focused on long term period - until
2020. And in the medium term - by 2010 - the aim was to estab-
lish stable, predictable, transparent rules and procedures relating
to trade and investment, as well as to develop joint projects and
programs, and also to set up the system of support of key prior-
ities in terms of trade and economic cooperation development.

The Action Plan of implementation of program was estab-
lished at a regular meeting of the Council of Heads of Govern-
ment of the SCO held in Bishkek in September 2004. In the same
year, the heads of the SCO member states called on international
organizations of the Asia-Pacific region to establish partnership
network of multilateral associations.

The plan to implement the Program of Multilateral Trade and
Economic Cooperation of the SCO member states, according to
which the transport, energy, telecommunications, agriculture,
home appliances, light and textile industries considered as pri-
ority areas of cooperation was approved in the meeting of heads
of governments of SCO member states in 2004.

Important agreements were reached in 2005 in Astana, such
as the intensification of work on the development of trade and
economic cooperation and improvement of investment climate
on the basis of mutual benefit and equality. The importance and
urgency of establishing cooperation in the field of oil and gas de-
velopment and construction of oil and gas pipelines, as well as the
need for the deployment of cooperation in the sphere of high in-
formation and telecommunication technologies was emphasized.

An important step towards the formation of mechanisms of
multilateral economic cooperation was the establishment in
2006 of the Interbank Association and the Business Council - a
body composed of non-governmental organizations and aimed
at the development of relations between specific commercial
businesses organizations. Their potential in recent years, is only
on the stage of development, however, it can be translated into
real projects soon. In this context, we can expect the develop-
ment of project activities, involving large capital.’

Within the framework of the SCO Interbank Association,
projects proposed at the government level by banks or by other
business organizations are being implemented. Almost all proj-
ects funded by the IBO, are carried out on a bilateral basis. And
one of the parties, in most cases, China became the main credi-
tor for the Central Asian countries.

It is also worth mentioning the potential of partnership be-
tween the SCO Interbank Association and the Eurasian Devel-
opment Bank within the framework of the signed memoran-
dum in 2008.

The updated version of the Action Plan for implementation of
the Program of Multilateral Trade and Economic Cooperation
of the SCO member states was approved by the heads of govern-
ments of SCO member states in October 30, 2008.

An updated Action Plan for the implementation of the pro-
gram covers the most important areas of economic, scientif-
ic-technical and humanitarian cooperation between the six
countries, and includes eighty five specific activities in the fol-
lowing areas of cooperation:

o Trade and investment;

o The customs sphere;

o Technical regulations, standards and conformity assess-
ment procedures;

o Financial and fiscal spheres;

o Transport;

o Energy;

o Agro-industrial complex;

« Science and new technologies;

« Information and communication technologies;

o Environmental protection.

In accordance with the protocol signed during the meeting
of the Ministers of Finance and Economy of the SCO member
states in August 24, 2006 in Tashkent, the Internet site: “Region-
al Economic Cooperation» was established in the framework of
SCO, which is actively functioning (http: //www.sco -ec.gov.cn/).

Today, the SCO member states are facing need of serious re-
thinking of the current paths of development and the development
of joint efforts of the new, more efficient and unified model that
will facilitated integrated development of all member countries by
real interstate integration in the field of economy and security.

This cooperation should be based on an understanding of the
importance of the SCO as an organization capable to allocate the
overall long-term interest of the participating countries, such as
joint economic development and sustainable development of the
vast intercontinental space. With a constructive approach and
political will, as well as awareness of key-priority over all others,
perhaps there is possible breakthrough in integrated economic
development of the region.



SCO has established itself in Tajikistan as an effective and
leading international organization. The public of the country is
following with keen interest in participation of Tajikistan in the
Program of multilateral trade and economic cooperation, as well
as prospects of the SCO on regional integration and cooperation.

It should be noted that the economic component of co-
operation in the SCO framework is of fundamental importance
for the Republic of Tajikistan. In fact, the issues of “Great Silk
Road” have already moved to the practical plane with the estab-
lishment of the SCO. The development in technology, transport
and communications gradually returns to the region of Central
Asia its historic position as a bridge between East and West,
stimulating investment opportunities based on mutual cooper-
ation and the existing diversity.

A decision by the China government to provide export pref-
erential loan of 900 million to the SCO was a tangible support
for Tajikistan, as $680 million of total loan have been pledge for
the construction of the major infrastructure projects in Repub-
lic of Tajikistan.

Taking into account the process of forming a new layer of skilled
labor, efficient use of natural resources and transport infrastruc-
ture in market conditions, the SCO provides an additional oppor-
tunities for development of the Republic of Tajikistan for full eco-
nomic cooperation with Member States of the Organization.

A noteworthy in this regard is the SCO activity on transport
union establishment, including the establishment of a common
transport space, as well as more efficient use of the transit po-
tential of the SCO member states, present capacity of transport
engineering and the development of a uniform tariff base for rail
and road transport modes.

The establishment of transport union in the SCO framework
is of fundamental importance for the expansion of transit space



of all countries in the region, and is also a strategic bridge for
expansion of economic relations between Europe and Asia.

The formation and development of international transport
corridors of SCO remains one of the solutions to this issue. This
problem in various aspects in recent years is considered within
the framework of the Organization.

The projects prepared by the ad hoc working group of the Re-
public of Tajikistan were included in the Action Plan for the Im-
plementation of the Program of Multilateral Trade and Econom-
ic Cooperation of the SCO member states. These projects were
divided into are short, medium and long-term period projects,
depending on the scope of cooperation.

The outcomes of the meeting of Heads of Government of the
SCO member states in Dushanbe held in 25 November 2010, re-
vealed a general interest in implementation an idea of a special
financial account, whose funds are intended to run multilateral
economic projects.

Over the past 13 years, the SCO member states worked togeth-
er to determine the short, medium and long-term goals of re-
gional economic cooperation, laid a legal foundation for region-
al economic cooperation, and established mechanisms such as
the meeting of the ministers of trade and economic departments
of finance ministers and central bankers, ministers of transport,
Ministers of Agriculture. Thanks to the efforts and active partic-
ipation of all the parties of the SCO cooperation in the field of
regional economy significant results has been already achieved.

Given these circumstances it can be said with certainty that
the economic cooperation in the framework of Organization is
perspective.

Of interest is discussion of the possibility of implementation
of the following proposals in the framework of the SCO:

1. An establishment and proper functioning of the common
market for the development and leasing services of energy-saving



technologies and production equipment. Development and im-
plementation of inter-state program for the modernization of
the infrastructure of the SCO industrial and food market;

2. The establishment of the Investment Council Joint Sup-
port and promotion of investment projects;

3. The development and implementation of the joint pro-
gram of training professionals, mainly in technical disciplines.

In general, the Shanghai Cooperation Organization is a unique
platform for attracting investment and creating of modern-class
economy and industries, including the Republic of Tajikistan.
SCO provides additional opportunities for the development of
the Republic of Tajikistan for full economic cooperation between
the member states of the SCO.

Aation is one of the priorities of the Organization. The

leaders of the six SCO member states have repeated-

ly emphasized that the organization should pay more attention

to cultural cooperation, which has become one of the fastest
growing areas of cooperation within the SCO framework.

Over the years the SCO member countries have developed
practical and effective cooperation in the field of culture, edu-
cation, environmental protection, youth policy, sport, tourism
and the media. Regular meetings of Ministers of Culture of
SCO Member States provided an opportunity to adopt a pro-
gram of multilateral cultural cooperation within the frame-
work of Organization.

Since 2005, every year, along with the Summit of Heads of
SCO Member States, the festivals of culture and arts are be-
ing held. The heads of states are being participating in open-
ings of these events.

The humanitarian cooperation of the SCO is expected to
contribute to the improvement of mutual understanding and
friendship, against which the situation in terms of making im-
portant joint decisions is rather improved.

The productive contacts between ministries of culture, in
the areas of health, education, sports, tourism, youth connec-
tions are being established. The SCO Forum - “multilateral
pan-governmental advisory expert mechanism for the devel-




opment of the interaction of research and political science cen-
ters of SCO member states”, which provides the development of
expertise and recommendations on the mechanisms, opportuni-
ties, and SCO specific action, was established in 2006 in Moscow.

The network of universities of the SCO countries with uni-
fied education program -“University of the SCO” should be
built in the future.

The new term “Spirit of Shanghai” has been coined in inter-
national political lexicon a few years ago. Despite the certain dif-
ferences in the potential, economic development and culture of
SCO Member States, as well as mutual trust, respect, commit-
ment, equality in communication and joint aspiration towards
the progress are an important basis for the development of the
Organization. All of these factors are the key components of the
“Shanghai Spirit”. It is always present at the summits of the SCO
and at various activities of the Organization.

If we consider that the countries of Central Asia, China and
Russia have ancient customs, traditions, and rich history, we can
say that the cultural and humanitarian cooperation of SCO mem-
ber states provides an opportunity of the development of a dia-
logue among civilizations. In order to develop a “people’s diploma-
cy” in the SCO, the program of multilateral cultural cooperation
was successfully implemented in 2005-2006. The implementation
of a similar program for 2007-2008 was also carried out.

Cultural events such as Art Forum “Draw West Lake” in Hang-
zhou, Issyk-Kul Film Festival in Kyrgyz city of Cholpon-Ata were
held in 2007. More than 60 painters of the SCO member states
attended in forum in Hangzhou. Almost the same number of
films has been demonstrated in the Issyk-Kul Film Festival.

More joint cultural events are offered from year to year, their
program is getting more intense and interesting. The attention
given by the heads of states to cultural and humanitarian coop-
eration plays an important role.

A variety of collaborative projects are being offered by aca-
demics, sports and community organizations, youth structures.
In particular, the document was signed on cooperation between
national Olympic Committee of Uzbekistan and China.

Considerable attention is given to strengthening the friend-
ship between the young people. The Heads of State welcomed the
intention of the youth organizations to develop contacts within
the framework of the SCO.

In the development of humanitarian cooperation the SCO Fo-
rum plays an important role as well. At a meeting of the SCO
Forum in May 2006 in Moscow, the Rules of Procedure and
Work Plan were adopted. The Forum comprises one respected




scientific institution of each Member State of the SCO. These
agencies have the status of the National Research Center.

The humanitarian cooperation has laid a solid social founda-
tion for strengthening the friendship between the SCO coun-
tries, having a growing trend of development. Due to the pecu-
liarities of human resources of each participating country, the
Organization has a huge potential for cooperation. First of all,
the centuries-old close contacts between the peoples of Central
Asia deepened and are still deepening a mutual understanding
between them, contributed and still are contributing to the en-
richment of national cultures.

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization has a huge potential
for expansion of humanitarian ties. Watching the process of co-
operation within the Organization, it can be seen that the partic-
ipating countries are working on present issues, and at the same
time are creating new opportunities. Therefore, in the future, hu-
manitarian cooperation will grow further in significance.!
