Telephone Peer Recovery Support Service:  
Scheduled and as needed telephone contacts 
that provide peer support and encouragement 

as well as information about com-
munity resources, mutual support 
groups and other supports that 
may be available to individuals in 

or seeking recovery.

Peer Recovery Coaching:  Services provided by 
trained peers who serve as guides and mentors 
to individuals seeking or in recovery in order to 

assist those individuals 
with developing a 
recovery plan and 
removing barriers to 

recovery.

Healthy living groups: Peer Recovery Support 
Service providers offer a wide range of healthy 
living groups. These groups may take the form of 

gardening or yoga activities, 
financial literacy, goal setting, 

work readiness training and 
more.
