' FATAL CAR CRASH

An auto colhslon Sunday
morning southwest of State
Center cost the life of Mrs.

Kielly, driving a Buick sedan, t
was coming from the south af-
ter he, Mrs. Kielly and Mr. Lis-
ton had attended mass at St.
Joseph’s church at Rhodes, and
Kruse was ‘going east in his
Chevrolet sport sedan when the
two cars met at right angles in
the intersection.  Apparently
neither driver saw the other un-
til just a moment before the
impact.
