GIVE CARE TO SHRUBBERY

Good ldea to.Note How Dame Nature
Has Arranged Growth to the
Best Advantage.

In a state of nature, shrubs that
grow in niasses or thickets stund close
together, Intermingle thelr branches
frons the tlme they spring up as seed-
lings und make thelr growth wholly
upward from an early age, since the
light 1s shut off frow them on ull sides
by thelr crowdling ncighbors, Thus,
nll run to helght save those on the
outermost edge of such mass.

To arrange a planting that will at
once conform to this that Nuture
produces, shrubs that grow ereet and
“to the top” must be used for baek-
ground, with low-growing, spread-
ing, and even drooping kinds plunted
agalnst them, Yet the mistuke of a
monotorous, evenly  graded bank of
green extending from the tarf upward
everywhere Is to be avolded, for this
Is truly fearful in Its artifieinlity,

The proper way to assemble a
shrubbery Is to ctuster the Individual
shrubs loosely and irregularly, group-
Ing them by kinds, in the maln, but
lnvarlably seattering the kinds  to-
gether at the edges of each group;
and further scatterlng one or two of
any dominant kind here and there
throughout the entlre mass.  Or, to
express It In formula; All varletal
clusters should give way on thelr
elges o the pelghboring varlety, so
thut a friendly Intermingling  shall
prevall, to u conslderable degree In
some pluces down to almost none at
all In others; for all the world ns
dulsfes and buttercups Intermingle In
a meadow,

Ageratum for Blue Flowers.

For strengthenlng the garden's color
forces In blue, no annuul is so good
us ageratum, It grows well upon nl-
most ull solls, and through a wide
range of climate; for that reason many
comblinations with it are possible. The
plants are easlly grown, neat, bushy,
and erect, with a continual profuse
clustering of pretty bushllke flowers
throughout the season. The dwarf
blue sorts make fine borders and are
much used where contrasting color ef-
fects ure desired. For early results
the seed should be sown In  cold
frames or boxes in the house enrly In
the season before freezling wenther g
past, but for smnmer and fall blooms
the seeds may be sown in well-pre-
pared beds in the open  after the
ground stops freczing.—Unlted States

Lanzscape Effect.

With the growing interest in forest-
ry. the landscape elfect of the trees
used for rveforesting purposes should
not be overtooked. As country hoines
Increase in number, the esthetie tea-
tures in Dboth cultivated areas and
woodlands become wmore and more im-
portant, writes 7. \W. Kelsey in the
American Forestry Magazine. Progress
in this direction in the United States
may be eclassified Into three distnct
perinds.

1. The early clearing of the native
wonds growth with waste and destrne-
tion alike of the natural foliuge eiects
and the {rreparable loss of the timber
cupply.  withont consideration being
given to future neceds.

2. The uwakening to a realzation of
this su'cidal policy as manitested in
the conservation movement, which has
now hecomne a subject of nation-wide
importance.

3. The prospective period when the
beauty of the forest growth will in the
treatment of forestry land be recog-
nized as an impoctant tactor of de-
velopment in connection with the utili-
tarian purposes of the forest.

The fact is now everywhere ap-
preciated that a trecless landscape i
like a treeless city, an unattractive
and depressing stzht.

Llditor Recovd:

Within the past eight weeks, I have
lost three dogs through poisoning. All
went “mad”, that is they
died or
were shot.

The first two died on Satuvday mor-
nings at intervals of about two weeks,
and although 1 doubted the diagnosis
of “mad dog,” 1 did not go any fur-
ther into the matter. However, when
the third dog died, also on a Saturday
morning, about three weeks after the
second, I had the stomach, ete., ana-
lyzed,

I believe that someone is systemat-
ically poisoning the animals, and
would like to know how many others
have lost dogs, either from “fits” or
having to shoot them because they
wvere “mad”.

When Lhe dogs were allowed out in
the morning, they immediately ran in
ane general divection, probably where
they knew they could get food, and
must have been satisfied as they re-
turned in a very short time, All
deaths occurred on Saturday about
two hours after returning from the
morning run.

If T had had only one dog, I should
probably have accepted the ‘“mad
dog” theory, but it did not seem with-
in the bounds of probability that
three perfectly healthy and well cared
for animals should all go “mad” on
Saturday, and only on Saturday.

If you care for your dogs, don’t let
them run.
