TURN AND STOP SIGNAL LEVER
DESCRIPTION

The turn signal lever (See "G" Wiring diagram) is a three-position Control lever. When the lever is
pushed to the right the turn signal lights on the right front and rear of the car flash and off indicating
a right turn. When the lever is pulled to the left, lights flashing on the left front and rear of the car
indicate a left turn. When the lever is moved to the center position lights go off. The stop signal lever
(See "H" Wiring diagram) is a two-position control lever. When the lever is pulled out the stop lights on
the front and rear of the car indicate a parking stop. When the lever is pushed in the stop lights go off.
When brake is applied stop lights should go on.

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Mount flasher (C) to any convenient place.

2. Follow the wiring diagram to connect the relative wires and lamps.
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
